Politica editoriala a revistei Gaudeamus

I. Domeniul si principiile generale

Revista Gaudeamus publica articole originale din domeniul filologiei. Toate manuscrisele sunt evaluate exclusiv pe baza
continutului stiintific, fara discriminare privind rasa, nationalitatea, religia, genul, apartenenta politica sau orice alte criterii subiective.

Revista Gaudeamus respectd normele eticii in cercetarea stiintificd si promoveaza transparenta, obiectivitatea si respectarea
drepturilor de autor.

I1. Confidentialitate

Manuscrisele trimise spre evaluare, precum si toate schimburile de corespondenta dintre autori, evaluatori si editori sunt tratate
cu strictete confidentiala. Nicio informatie legatd de manuscris nu poate fi dezvaluitd unor terti fard acordul editorilor.

Autorii si evaluatorii trebuie sa evite orice actiune prin care s-ar putea identifica reciproc. Toatd corespondenta oficiald trebuie
realizata exclusiv prin intermediul editorilor revistei.

II1. Drepturile de autor si plagiatul

Autorii sunt responsabili pentru detinerea drepturilor de publicare asupra textului propus, precum si asupra materialelor incluse
(imagini, tabele, grafice). Manuscrisul trimis redactiei trebuie sa fie original; nu trebuie sé fi fost publicat anterior si nici nu este in curs
de publicare in alta parte.

Orice fragment preluat dintr-o lucrare existentd trebuie citat complet si corect. Toate manuscrisele sunt verificate pentru
similitudini printr-un software anti-plagiat. in cazul in care se identifica un plagiat dupa publicare, articolul va fi marcat corespunzitor,
iar 1n situatii grave, acesta va fi retras.

IV. Etica in publicare
Un manuscris este respins automat daca:
Contine elemente de plagiat;
Include atacuri la persoana;
Contravine principiilor etice si morale fundamentale;
Este deja 1n curs de publicare in alta revista.
Autorii sunt obligati sa notifice editorii revistei in cazul in care descoperd o eroare semnificativa in articol, atat inainte, cat si
dupa publicare. in astfel de situatii, se poate publica o erati sau retrage articolul, in functie de gravitatea erorii.

V. Procesul de evaluare

Toate articolele sunt evaluate prin sistemul double peer-review. Procesul dureaza, de regula, maximum 30 de zile de la acceptarea
manuscrisului spre evaluare. Fiecare articol primeste una dintre urmatoarele decizii:

e  Acceptat pentru publicare;
e  Acceptat cu modificari minore/majore;
e Respins.
Evaluarea este anonima, iar recenzentii sunt obligati sa semnaleze orice suspiciune de plagiat sau conflict de interese.
VI. Responsabilitatile autorilor
Autorii trebuie sa se asigure ca:
Manuscrisul este original si respectd normele de citare;
Toti coautorii sunt mentionati si au aprobat continutul articolului;
Nu au trimis articolul spre publicare in alta parte inainte de finalizarea procesului de evaluare.
VII. Responsabilitatile editorilor
Editorii au urmatoarele obligatii:
Sa asigure confidentialitatea procesului editorial;
Sa analizeze obiectiv manuscrisele, fara influente externe;
Sa ia masuri in cazurile dovedite de plagiat sau malpraxis academic.
VIII. Politica antiplagiat
Toate manuscrisele sunt verificate pentru plagiat printr-un software specializat. Orice suspiciune de plagiat va fi investigata, iar
daca se confirmd, manuscrisul va fi respins sau retras dupd publicare.

IX. Drepturile de autor

Drepturile de autor asupra articolelor publicate in Gaudeamus apartin autorilor. Articolele pot fi distribuite si copiate liber, cu
conditia mentiondrii corecte a sursei si pastrarii continutului original.

Revista Gaudeamus este un jurnal cu acces deschis (open access), ceea ce permite utilizatorilor sa citeasca, descarce si distribuie
articolele publicate, fara restrictii financiare.

Aceasta politica editoriald asigura transparenta, integritatea si calitatea stiintifica a revistei Gaudeamus, oferind un cadru clar
pentru autori, recenzenti si editori.



Editorial Policy of Gaudeamus Journal

I. Field and general principles

Gaudeamus is pleased to publish original articles in the field of philology. All manuscripts are evaluated solely on the basis of
their scientific content, without discrimination as to race, nationality, religion, gender, political affiliation or any other subjective
criteria. The Gaudeamus Journal is committed to respecting the rules of ethics in scientific research and to promoting transparency,
objectivity and respect for authors' rights.

I1. Confidentiality

We are committed to maintaining the confidentiality of all manuscripts submitted for review, as well as all correspondence
between authors, reviewers and editors. We do not disclose any information related to manuscripts to third parties without the consent
of the editors.We respectfully request that authors and reviewers refrain from any action that might lead to the identification of each
other. All official correspondence should be conducted exclusively through the journal's editors.

ITI. Copyright and Plagiarism

It is the responsibility of the authors to ensure that they have the publication rights to the proposed text and any materials included
(images, tables, graphics). It is imperative that submitted manuscripts are original and have not been published previously, nor are they
currently under review elsewhere.

Any fragment taken from an existing work must be fully and correctly cited. All manuscripts are checked for similarity by anti-
plagiarism software. In the event that plagiarism is identified post-publication, the article in question will be flagged accordingly, and
in cases of more severe plagiarism, the article will be withdrawn.

IV. Publication Ethics

The following manuscripts will be rejected automatically:

- Contains elements of plagiarism;

- Includes personal attacks;

- Contravenes fundamental ethical and moral principles;

Furthermore, a manuscript is to be considered as already being published if its content is found to be identical in another journal.

Authors are obliged to notify the journal editors if they discover a significant error in the article, both before and after publication.
In such situations, the journal may choose to publish an erratum or retract the article, depending on the seriousness of the error.

V. Review process

All articles are subjected to the double-blind peer-review process, a process which generally takes a maximum of 30 days from
manuscript acceptance for review. The following decisions are made on the basis of this process:

- Accepted for publication;

- Accepted with minor/major changes;

- Rejected.

The evaluation process is anonymous, and reviewers are obliged to report any suspicion of plagiarism or conflict of interest.

VI. Authors' responsibilities

Authors must ensure that:

- The manuscript must be original and adhere to the relevant citation rules.

- All co-authors are named and have approved the content of the article;

- The article must not have been submitted for publication elsewhere before the review process has been completed.

VII. Editors' responsibilities

The following obligations are incumbent upon editors:

- Ensure the confidentiality of the editorial process;

- Objectively review manuscripts without external influence;

- Take action in proven cases of plagiarism or academic malpractice.

VIII. Anti-plagiarism policy

All manuscripts are checked for plagiarism by specialised software, and any suspicion of plagiarism will be investigated. If
confirmed, the manuscript will be rejected or withdrawn after publication.

IX. Copyright

The copyright of articles published in Gaudeamus belongs to the authors, who are requested to acknowledge the source and to
ensure that the original content is preserved when articles are distributed and copied.

Gaudeamus is an open access journal, which allows users to read, download and distribute published articles without financial
restrictions.

This editorial policy is designed to ensure transparency, integrity and scholarly quality, and to provide a clear framework for
authors, reviewers and editors.
